• NOVEMBER MENTAL HEALTH MINUTE 

 
Being a caregiver of a middle schooler in 2024 can be challenging! It also brings many moments to celebrate, 
share in growth, and discuss hopes for the future. We often receive questions from parents/guardians about 
where to find strategies for supporting their children through this unique stage of development. 
 
Recovery Alberta (formerly Alberta Health Services) offers free virtual sessions for caregivers. Below are 
descriptions of the programs offered, as well as a link if you are interested in signing up for one of the sessions. 
We hope this information may be helpful for you and your family! 

 
· The Caregiver Education Sessions focuses on the 3 R’s: reduce stigma, receive information, and reflect on 
strategies. Each session provides evidence-based research, common challenges faced by children and youth, 
possible treatment options, supportive strategies, and information/resources for further support. 

 
· The Adult Education Sessions are intended to provide participants with introductory information regarding 
addiction and mental health challenges that can affect us all. Evidence-based research, possible treatment 
options, supportive strategies, and information/resources for further support are discussed.
